Exhibitors must arrange for either themselves or attendants to be available to
present the cattle to the judge.

All entries in stud section must be led.

Bulls over the age of 12 months being paraded must have a nose ring.

Cattle entered in all classes must be TB and CAB free.

All ribbon winners must take part in the parade of champions, if conducted.
Classes may be changed on the day of the show at the discretion of the stewards.

. Cooma Showground is a protected Bovine Johnes area and any breeder wanting to

exhibit from a lower status area must blood test their show team within six months
of the current show, if they are two years or older. If they are under two years, their
dam must be blood tested. If cattle come from a herd in the Johnes MAP, a copy of
current certificate must be forwarded to previous exhibitors.

Exhibitors entering calves under six months do so at their own risk.

NLIS: All cattle brought onto the showground must be identified with an NLIS device
before leaving their property.

. No cattle will be permitted to leave the showground before 3:30pm unless with

the express permission of the head steward.
All cattle exhibited must be accompanied by a negative Pl test for Pestivirus. No
cattle will be permitted on the showground without supporting documents. For
more information, contact the head steward.

. Any breed exhibiting more than 20 head may apply to the cattle committee to have

that breed judged in its own sections. Otherwise all cattle will be judged as an
interbreed competition.
